Heather Gee’s Corner 
 I am sure someone else 
must feel the same way 

about the 
heat as I 
do. Febru-
ary is too 
hot to 
even think 
about do-
ing dres-
sage seri-
ously! It’s 
hot, it’s 
dusty and 
it is windy. 
Why we 
still have 
competi-
tions 
through 
February 
amazes 
me.  

I realize that DWTS 
qualifiers for the young 
horses need to be as 
close to the entry dates 

as possible, but I do not 
think that carting young, 
or old, horses about in 
‘metal boxes’ in very hot 
conditions is a good idea. 
The DWTS date should 
be a bit later. It seems to 
have moved forward this 
year.  
Horses can put up with 
cold far more than they 
can withstand heat. On a 
hot day they need shade, 
plenty of cool water and 
if it is really hot, no rugs. 
To leave a horse sweat-
ing under rugs on a hot 
day is cruel. More over, 
to ride them, and get 
them really hot is risking 
heat exhaustion which is 
a serious condition.  
I suffered heat exhaus-
tion once at Werribee. I 
remember I was so hot I 
could not get my boots 
off. I just got hotter and 

hotter and could not 
walk properly. Fortu-
nately, someone realised 
my plight pulled the 
boots off, sat me down 
and kept pouring water 
over me until my body 
cooled a bit. The next 
problem was that I could 
not drive Ajax home, so 
someone called my hus-
band to come to Wer-
ribee and on and on the 
problem went! I was too 
sick to ask Ajax how he 
felt in blazing sun in a 
little yard at the venue.  
So the moral of the 
story is, be careful of 
yourselves and your 
horses in the heat. Victo-
ria’s dressage coach, 
Mary Hanna, sent the 
same caution out at the 
end of January in an in-
terview in the Weekly 
Times.  

The Westernport Dres-
sage Club committee 
would like to draw your 
attention to its Hot 
Weather Policy which has 
been developed to en-
sure the welfare of 
Horses and Riders. 
If the temperature is 
forecasted to be 35°C or 
over, the day before, 
then the event will be 

in the Equestrian Victoria 
Dressage Handbook, “the 
refund will be the entry 
fee minus 50% to cover 
event costs. 
The refund policy applies 
to any event that is can-
celled regardless of the 
reason. Refunds for can-
celled events will be is-
sued automatically by the 
organizing committee.”
